) and for holiness. And how fantastic that our holiness isn’t self-bought, but Son-wrought 
 only moments later.

Why not share one thing about God’s character that has really convicted you from this passage, and pray that into each other’s lives – that we would imitate our missionary God as we encounter him more through the Scriptures?
